Terms and Conditions

1 , By signing the reverse side of this form, I (hereinafter "the Client") hereby authorize MathewsBros
(hereinafter "MB") to perform the automatic and requested repairs, maintenance, and service to the
described boat and to purchase the materials necessary to accomplish that work. My signature further
promises payment to MB for these services as described on the reverse of this form.

2. I hereby grant MB and their employees, subcontractors and agents, permission to operate the boat, trailer
and other related equipment as necessary for the purpose of performing the requested work.

3. An express mechanics lien is hereby acknowledged on the boat to secure the amount of repairs thereto.

4. I agree that MB is not responsible for any loss or damage to boat/trailer and/or its contents in case of fire,
theft or any other cause beyond its control. I understand that I, the Client, must carry full insurance on my
vessel/trailer at all times.

5. I understand that failure to have the boat removed or permit the boat to be removed from the premises withir
a reasonable time following the end of the six month storage season will result in additional storage fees.

6. I understand that any and all charges for storage and work will be due and payable upon receipt, and that
interest at the rate of 1 .5% per month on the principal owing will be owed to MB by the Client on all
outstanding balances over 30 days. MB has a right to retain the Client's vessel/trailer if the Client's account
is not current.

7. Default shall occur if monies owed MB by the Client are not paid as due and in the amounts due, or if any of
the terms and conditions of this agreement are not performed as agreed or when due.

8. Remedies available to MB for breach of this contract shalf include all those remedies available under the
laws of the State of Maryland. Further, MB shall have the specific right, power, title, and authority to move,
to dispose of by sale or other method, any and all stored items, materials, equipment, cargo, inventory or
commodities with remain in or at its facilities following the termination date of this agreement or thirty (30)
days after any failure of the Client to submit payments as agreed. Any amount realized from such dispositior
by MB, which is in excess of the amount, or amounts owed by the Client to MB shall be paid over to the
Client within sixty (60) days of such disposition. In addition to the contractual rights of MB herein greed to,
the Client also acknowledges and agrees that MB has an absolute right to a lien, including reasonable
attorney's fees for the enforcement of same, to secure any items, materials, equipment, cargo, inventory or
commodities to the extent of the full amount owed by the Client to MB under this agreement. If requested by
MB, the Client shall prepare and execute a financing statement for filing as may be applicable.

9. Either party may terminate this agreement by giving the other party thirty (30) days prior notice of such
termination. At the conclusion of said 30-day period, the Client agrees that MB shall no longer have any
responsibility for the Client's boat and/or property stored in MB facilities.

1 0. This agreement shall be subject to and construed according to the laws of the State of Maryland, except
where the laws of Maryland may be superseded by federal environmental laws.

1 1 . The agreement contains the entire Agreement between the parties regarding the subject matter and may be
changed only by subsequent written instrument signed and agreed to by both parties.
